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Investment management fees
Investment management fees and tax are deducted from the applicable unit price for your option(s) before being applied to your 
account.

The base fee covers the cost of investing Catholic Super’s assets and is based on the investment managers in place, their fee 
structure and the asset allocation for a particular fi nancial year. It also covers the cost of custodian fees and investment advice.

Some of Catholic Super’s investment managers charge performance fees when they exceed agreed performance benchmarks. 
When performance fees are incurred, they are accompanied by a more than commensurate increase in returns by the investment 
manager. If a manager does not meet agreed benchmarks, then no performance fee will be paid.

The table below shows the annual investment management fees for the fi nancial year ended 30 June 2009 in percentage terms 
as well as the equivalent dollar cost for every $10,000 invested.

Investments cont.
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How returns are allocated to your account
Catholic Super operates with a unitised system. Unitisation helps us to monitor and report on the value of our investments quickly 
and accurately. Each of our investment options is assigned a unit price. Our independent master custodian values Catholic Super’s 
assets on a weekly basis and then calculates a unit price for each option based on this valuation. The weekly unit price moves up 
and down depending on the investment performance of underlying assets.

What is unitisation?
Unitisation means that your account balance will be expressed in units as well as dollars for each investment option you 
have chosen.

When a deposit or withdrawal is made, units are allocated to, or redeemed from, your account by dividing the dollar value of the 
transaction by the unit price applicable at the date of transaction.

The current value of your account balance can be calculated by multiplying the number of units held by the latest unit price 
available for that investment option. 

Unit prices are calculated weekly and are available on the Catholic Super website www.csf.com.au. These unit prices allow for 
taxes and fees such as investment management fees and custodian fees, which apply to all members.

Note: The net fund earning rates can be positive or negative depending on investment performance. A negative earning rate can 
result in a reduction in your account balance.

Reserving policy
Annual returns for each option are set closely in line with the actual investment return achieved on that option for the period 
concerned. However a small operational reserve (generally less than 1% of assets) is maintained. The primary purpose of the 
reserve is to meet any operational or associated expenses incurred by Catholic Super which are not met by the management fees 
shown in the Fees section (page 24). 

These expenses may include extraordinary items that could not reasonably have been foreseen when the annual budget was 
prepared, such as the implementation of new products and services, without the immediate need of recovering these costs 
from members’ accounts. The reserve will also be used to cover operational risk over and above the projected normal liquidity 
requirements to meet unexpected contingencies or other required capital expenditure. The reserve may only be allocated with the 
authority of the Trustee.

The level of the reserve will be set at an amount as determined by the Trustee from time to time. The reserve is invested using an 
enhanced Cash strategy.

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Responsible Investing
Catholic Super believes that responsible investing is more 
than a consideration of ethics. Ethical investing has largely 
failed to make any difference to the behaviour of companies.

In part this is because it has captured only a very small share 
of Australia’s superannuation and other savings. By contrast 
Responsible Investment is rapidly gaining credence as the 
way in which Australian investors really can make a huge 
difference in infl uencing the way companies behave.

Catholic Super has been a leader in the development 
of Responsible Investment with a very strong focus on 
the sustainability of corporate environmental, social and 
governance practices.

Why not pursue the “ethical” route of screening out 
investments that do not meet certain standards of 
ethical behaviour? 

After an exhaustive examination of the screening approach 
to ethical investing, we rejected this approach as it proved 
impossible to know where to draw the line as to what was 
ethical and what was not. For example, if you want to screen 
out cigarette companies - does this mean that you would 
need to screen out the major retailers who sell the cigarettes, 
the companies that transport the cigarettes and the banks 
who provide the fi nance? If so, there is precious little left in 
which to invest. 

More importantly, it is Catholic Super’s view that the issues 
of sustainability and ethical behaviour are not limited to a few 
particular industries, but rather are broadly spread throughout 
our economy. Responsible Investment is all about entering 
into active engagement and constructive dialogue with the 
broad range of businesses in which Catholic Super invests. 
Our objective is to bring about major change in corporate 
behaviour, and it is working.

We regard sustainability, or the lack of it, as a signifi cant 
contributor to investment risk. Moreover, these are risks that 
few others are doing anything to manage. The time horizon of 
a superannuation fund is much longer than those considered 
by investment managers or stockbrokers.

Particular focuses of our engagement activities over recent 
years have included climate change, environmental risk 
management disclosure, workplace health and safety risk, 
management and human rights and supply chain issues. In 
each case we are seeing companies starting to change what 
they do for the better.

Catholic Super is a founding member of the Investor Group on 
Climate Change (IGCC) and the International Investor Groups 
on Climate Change (IIGCC), and was one of the very fi rst 
Australian super funds to sign the United Nations Principles 
of Responsible Investment. We are also a participant in the 
Carbon Disclosure Project (CDP) – a worldwide survey of 
companies’ carbon usage and mitigation policies.

Catholic Super is a major sponsor of the Australian Council 
of Super Investors (ACSI), Regnan Governance, Research 
and Engagement Pty Ltd, and F&C Investments – one of the 
world’s largest and longest established experts in the fi eld of 
ESG engagement. 

For Catholic Super, Responsible Investment is all about using 
the power of your investments to bring about positive change 
in corporate practices in relation to environmental, social and 
governance issues in order to enhance their sustainability and 
signifi cantly reduce long term investment risk. Investors can 
make a difference and we are determined to keep doing so.
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Pension fees and charges

This section explains all of the Catholic Super Pension fees and charges you may be charged in a simple format that allows easy 
comparison with other providers. 

These fees and costs may be deducted from your pension account, from the returns on your investment options, or from the 
assets of Catholic Super as a whole.

Taxes are explained separately on page 27. Fees and costs for particular investment options are set out in more detail in the 
Investment section on page 11. You should read all the information about fees and costs because it is important to understand 
their impact on your pension account.

Consumer advisory warning*

Did you know?
Small differences in both investment performance and fees and costs can have a substantial impact on your long-term 
returns.

For example, total annual fees and costs of 2% of your fund balance rather than 1% could reduce your fi nal return by up to 
20% over a 30-year period (for example, reduce it from $100,000 to $80,000).

You should consider whether features such as superior investment performance or the provision of better member services 
justify higher fees and costs.

You may be able to negotiate to pay lower contribution fees and management costs where applicable. Ask the fund or your 
fi nancial adviser.

Additional explanation of fees and costs

Advisor fees 

Catholic Super does not pay commissions or other agent fees to advisors.

Family law fees

Under Family Law, your spouse or prospective spouse or their authorised representatives can request information about your 
superannuation pension account balance. Catholic Super will not charge for the provision of this information.

Catholic Super will charge a fee of $55 for splitting a pension account upon receipt of a splitting agreement or court order. This 
fee is divided equally between the member and the non-member spouse and will be deducted from your account at the time the 
benefi t is split.

Fee changes

Catholic Super reserves the right to increase fees and other costs. If this occurs, we will advise members in writing at least 30 
days prior to the increase being implemented. 

Financial planning fees

If you choose to engage the services of Catholic Financial Services, or another fi nancial planner, fees may apply. These fees would 
be agreed with the planner and are not charged by Catholic Super. Catholic Super does not pay commissions to fi nancial planners.

Other costs

Abnormal costs are paid out of the Catholic Super Fund and can include the cost of changes to the Trust Deed, defending legal 
proceedings and special valuations of assets.

Taxation 

All fee calculations are inclusive of GST. For information about taxes, please refer to page 27.

Example of annual fees and costs for the balanced investment option

This table gives an example of how the fees and costs in the Catholic Super Balanced investment option can affect a pension 
account balance over a one-year period. You should use this table to compare this product with other superannuation pension 
products. It is based on an allocated pension account worth $50,000, which is invested in Catholic Super’s Balanced investment 
option over a one-year period.

Taxation
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Tax advantages
Currently, tax laws offer some advantages for payments 
from a superannuation pension compared to other forms of 
investment. These advantages include:

No lump sum tax on rollover 

A rollover occurs when a lump sum superannuation benefi t 
is transferred from one approved superannuation account 
to another. This includes rollovers of superannuation into a 
pension account.

Generally, when superannuation amounts are rolled over, no 
tax is payable. However, if the amount rolled over contains 
components from an untaxed source (e.g. some government 
funds), Catholic Super is obliged to deduct 15% tax from this 
untaxed rollover amount.

No tax on investment earnings

Investment returns earned by your pension are tax free. 

Tax free pension payments from age 60

Once you reach age 60, the pension payments you receive 
will be tax free, whether you receive regular income 
payments or withdraw lump sums.

Part of each regular pension payment may be returned 
tax free

If you are aged between 55 and 59, a part of each income 
payment you receive from your pension is tax free. For most 
people, this amount is based on the amount of personal 
post-tax contributions and any other tax-exempt amounts you 
have rolled over into your pension account. It is calculated 
according to taxation legislation. The balance of each payment 
is taxable income.

15% tax offset on pension payments before age 60

While you are aged between 55 and 59, the taxable 
component of your pension payments is taxed as income 
at your normal marginal rate. However, a 15% tax offset 
(formerly known as a tax rebate) applies to the taxable portion 
of pension payments for most members. The offset generally 
applies after reaching preservation age, or if your pension is 
purchased as a result of a total and permanent disablement. 

A tax offset may also be available for reversionary pensions.

You may also be eligible for other tax offsets, such as the 
low income tax offset and the Senior Australians Tax Offset. 
Contact Centrelink or the ATO for more details.

Tax instalments withheld 
Catholic Super will withhold PAYG tax from the taxable part 
of your pension payment as required by law. We will also 
withhold any PAYG tax from permitted lump sum withdrawals 
from your account.

Note in particular that before age 60, tax will be withheld at 
the top marginal rate (45% plus the Medicare levy) if Catholic 
Super has not been given your Tax File Number (see below)  

We will provide you with a superannuation pension and 
annuity payment summary each year to help you complete 
your annual tax return. We will also send a copy of your 
superannuation pension details electronically to the Australian 
Tax Offi ce by 14 July each year.

If you are setting up a Pre-Retirement Pension and you are 
under age 60, you may fi nd the total PAYG tax instalments 
deducted by your employer and Catholic Super are not suffi cient 
to meet your overall obligation for the tax year. If so, you may be 
assessed for additional tax when you lodge your tax return. 

This anomaly may occur because you will now receive income 
from at least two sources. PAYG tax may be calculated on a 
split income resulting in less tax being paid overall during this 
year. We encourage you to discuss this with your fi nancial 
planner who may advise you to arrange for your employer 
to deduct ‘additional tax’ from your wages.

Tax on one-off withdrawals
Like regular pension payments, any additional one-off lump 
sum payments may be subject to tax if you are under age 
60. The tax payable depends on a range of factors, including 
whether the benefi t is paid before or after age 55. If you 
would like a calculation of the tax payable on a lump sum 
withdrawal, please contact Catholic Super.

Note: There are restrictions on the ability to make one-off 
withdrawals if you have a pre-retirement pension. Please
refer to page 8 for details of the restrictions.

Tax file numbers
Catholic Super is authorised to seek your Tax File Number 
(TFN) under the Superannuation Industry (Supervision) Act 
1993 (the SIS Act).

Advising Catholic Super of your TFN is voluntary, and it is not 
an offence if you choose not to provide it. However tax on 
your pension payments and lump sum withdrawals may be 
higher if your TFN is not provided. 

Catholic Super is required by law to take the necessary steps 
to properly safeguard your TFN and keep it confi dential. It is 
our intention to only use your TFN for lawful superannuation 
purposes, such as calculating tax on pension payments and 
fi nding or identifying your benefi ts. These purposes may 
change in the future as a result of legislative changes. 

If you have a superannuation account as well as a pension 
account, providing your TFN will have other advantages. For 
example, Catholic Super will be able to accept all types of 
contributions to your account and it will be much easier to 
trace different superannuation accounts in your name so that 
you receive all your superannuation benefi ts when you retire.

The taxation section of this PDS is of a general nature only. Taxation laws are complex and can change. We recommend you 
discuss your own circumstances with your fi nancial planner or tax adviser before you decide to commence a Catholic Super 
Pension. Please note that different rules may apply for pensions which commenced prior to 1 July 2007.

Taxation
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Under Australia’s social security scheme, you may be entitled 
to benefi ts in addition to your Catholic Super Pension. 
However complex rules govern special security benefi ts and 
their interaction with the superannuation system. 

The following information is of a general nature only. We 
recommend you discuss your own circumstances with 
your fi nancial planner or Centrelink before you decide to 
commence a Catholic Super Pension. 

The age pension
To be eligible to receive an Age Pension, males must be aged 
at least 65. Females’ eligibility varies depending on the date 
of birth but will eventually match that of males as shown in 
the table below.

Applicants also need to satisfy certain other criteria.

Income/assets tests for Centrelink and DVA
The amount that you may be eligible to receive from 
Centrelink or the DVA depends on your income and assets. 
The income and assets tests are applied each year or more 
frequently if there is a change in your circumstances, and your 
eligibility is calculated on the information that you provide. 

Your entitlements will be based on whatever test provides the 
lower amount. 

Assets test
The plan value of your Catholic Super Pension is counted as an 
asset under the assets test. Other assets you own may also 
be counted, such as shares, cars, bank accounts and so on.

Social security
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Income test
Regular payments from your Catholic Super pension, less an amount representing the return of the original investment 
(i.e. the purchase price for your pension), are currently assessed for income test purposes. 

The amount representing the return of your investment is calculated as follows:

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Identification requirements
Under the Anti-Money Laundering & Counter-Terrorism 
Financing Act 2006, super funds are required to identify, 
monitor, and mitigate the risk that the fund may be used to 
launder money or fi nance terrorism. 

Because of this, we may need to identify:

You – We cannot establish your pension account or • 
commence making pension payments to you until all 
relevant information has been received and your identity 
has been satisfactorily verifi ed.

Your estate and/or benefi ciaries – If you die while you are • 
a member of Catholic Super, we may need to verify the 
identity of your legal personal representatives and /or your 
benefi ciaries prior to paying your death benefi t.

Anyone acting on your behalf – This includes a person • 
exercising your power of attorney.

At a minimum, you will be required to provide Catholic Super 
with evidence that verifi es your full name, your date of birth 
and your residential address.

Catholic Super reserves the right to request additional 
information, or to decide to delay or refuse any request 
or transaction, in relation to your pension account, if 
we are concerned that the transaction or request may 
cause us to commit or participate in an offence, and we 
will incur no liability to you if we do so. 

Insurance
Any insurance cover you may have held with Catholic Super 
will cease on your withdrawal of all of your superannuation 
from your existing accumulation account.Catholic Super 
Pensions do not include insurance. 

Members who wish to keep their insurance cover with 
Catholic Super must retain an accumulation account with 
Catholic Super which has a suffi cient balance to meet 
insurance premiums. Separate fees will be charged in relation 
to this account.

Cooling off period (your right to return your 
Catholic Super pension)
If the Catholic Super pension does not meet your needs and 
you no longer want it, you can return it. To do so, you must tell 
us in writing within 14 days, starting from the earlier of:

the date you receive your Welcome Letter, or• 

fi ve days after the date of your Welcome Letter.• 

You cannot return your Catholic Super pension if you have 
exercised any rights or powers available under it. 

The amount of the refund may be less than the amount of 
your original account, to allow for any changes in the unit price 
of the investment options, any pension payments already paid 
to you, and any tax we have to pay on the amount paid for the 
pension.

As a superannuation lump sum payment is used to 
commence your pension, if (where permitted) you ask 
us to pay the refund directly to you (and not to another 
superannuation fund), you may have to pay lump sum 
payment tax and you may not be able to place the money into 
the superannuation system again.

Splitting your plan on separation or divorce
A Catholic Super pension account may be split when a 
married couple (or in some States, a de facto couple) 
separates or divorces. The law sets down how a 
superannuation interest will be valued and split for these 
purposes. Splitting can be achieved by agreement between 
the couple or by court order.

If you agree to split your pension account, your (former) 
spouse does not automatically have a Catholic Super 
pension. Your spouse can apply for a Catholic Super pension, 
take the benefi t in cash, or transfer the benefi t to another 
superannuation fund if they satisfy the relevant eligibility 
criteria.

We recommend that you seek professional advice from your 
legal advisor about the consequences of separation and 
divorce on your superannuation interests. 

Preservation
As superannuation is considered to be a long term 
investment, the Federal Government has placed restrictions 
on when you can access your superannuation savings. 
Generally, your superannuation savings are “preserved” 
which means that you cannot access them until you reach 
your preservation age (see page 4) or satisfy one of the 
conditions of release. You meet a condition of release if you:

reach age 65;• 

cease employment on or after reaching age 60;• 

retire or commence a Pre-retirement Pension on or after • 
reaching your preservation age;

become permanently disabled;• 

die;• 

suffer severe fi nancial hardship;• 

are eligible on compassionate grounds;• 

have an account balance of $200 or less; or• 

are a foreign national who has permanently departed from • 
Australia.

Complaint and dispute resolution
Catholic Super makes every effort to ensure that our level 
of service meets your expectations. However, problems do 
sometimes occur.

The Trustee has established a formal procedure to respond to 
member dissatisfaction so that your issue can be dealt with 
as quickly and effi ciently as possible.

Most enquiries or complaints can be dealt with over 
the telephone. If your issue is related to your Catholic 
Super Pension please call our Pension Service Centre on 
1300 730 327, or for general superannuation enquiries call 
the Fund Helpline on 1300 655 002. Make sure you have your 
membership number ready.

If your enquiry or complaint is complex, we may ask you 
to provide details in writing. Once we have received your 
written enquiry or complaint we have, by law, up to 90 days 
to respond. Generally, we try to respond much earlier, usually 
within 30 days.

If necessary, your complaint may be taken to the Trustee 
Board, which can affect the time it takes to respond. Within 
90 days of the receipt of your complaint, you will receive a 
reply with a decision about your complaint or a request for 
additional information to help us resolve your complaint. 

If you are not satisfi ed with the handling of your complaint 
or the Trustee’s decision, you may then contact the 
Superannuation Complaints Tribunal (SCT). The SCT is an 
independent body set up by the Federal Government to 
assist members and benefi ciaries to resolve certain types of 
complaints with fund trustees.

The SCT may be able to assist you to resolve your complaint, 
but only if you are not satisfi ed with the response received 
from the Trustee’s handling of your complaint. If the SCT 
accepts your complaint, it will attempt to resolve the matter 
through conciliation, which involves assisting you and the 
Trustee to come to a mutual agreement. If conciliation is 
unsuccessful, the complaint is referred to the SCT for a 
determination.

There is no time limit for taking complaints to the SCT about 
most Trustee decisions. However, time limits do apply to 
making certain complaints to the SCT in relation to death and 
total & permanent disablement (TPD) benefi ts.

The SCT can only deal with a complaint relating to denial of a 
TPD benefi t if:

you claim a TPD benefi t from Catholic Super within two • 
years of permanently ceasing employment (the date your 
employment is formally terminated rather than the last day 
you are able to work), and

you lodge a complaint with the SCT within two years of the • 
Trustee’s original decision to deny your claim. Even if the 
Trustee is still reviewing your claim and considering new 
evidence, you must complain to the SCT within two years 
of the original decision.

The SCT can only deal with a complaint relating to the 
payment of a death benefi t if you object within 28 days to the 
Trustee’s initial proposal and you lodge your complaint with 
the SCT within the 28 days after the Trustee has considered 
your objection.
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Catholic Super knows and understands the importance of 
protecting your right to privacy, particularly any personal 
details our contracted administrators, Catholic Church 
Insurances (CCI) may hold about you. CCI is the company that 
administers Catholic Super.

The Privacy Act 1988 contains ten national privacy principles 
that regulate, among other things, how organisations collect, 
store and protect the quality of personal and sensitive 
information, including health details. It also sets out how 
organisations should use and share such information with 
other organisations. The national privacy principles form 
part of all our procedures and policies and we have received 
certifi cation from CCI that they will take all necessary steps to 
ensure that they comply with these principles when dealing 
with your personal information.

What personal information will Catholic Super 
collect and keep about me?
We collect personal information about our members to enable 
CCI to administer member accounts. CCI may also collect 
personal information about our members on our behalf. 
The type of personal information they will collect about you 
includes your name, address, date of birth, telephone number 
and tax fi le number.

Catholic Super collects personal information when you 
lodge forms, such as a membership application or change 
of personal details form, or when you send us documents 
containing personal information. There may also be 
circumstances when your employer may send personal 
details directly to Catholic Super or CCI on your behalf.

Why does CCI need my personal information?
The personal information Catholic Super collects, and the 
personal information CCI collects on our behalf, is used by 
CCI to establish your Catholic Super membership account, 
process payments from your account, implement your 
investment choices, correspond with you, and provide you 
with pension benefi ts and options from Catholic Super.

There are also specifi c circumstances where we will ask 
for additional information such as your bank account details 
for pension payments and your dependants’ details for the 
purposes of paying benefi ts in the event of your death.
